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(C) Christmas Holiday Assignments

The Christmas holiday is around the corner. Subject teachers will prepare assignments to cater for
all ability ranges.

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(D) First Term Examination($1-S5) and Mock Examination(S6)
1.The first term examination (S.1 to $.5) will be conducted from 2 January (Friday) to 15
January (Thursday); S.6 students will have mock examination from 15 January (Thursday) to 28
January (Wednesday).

2. S.6 students will have normal lessons from 29 January (Thursday) to 27 February (Friday).

3. Parents please supervise the revision. Examination particulars are as follows:

(1) Students who fall ill and cannot attend an exam will attend the makeup exam when they return
to school. A doctor’s note for the day of absence (either from Chinese or western physician)
AND a parent’s letter must be submitted to the class teachers on the first day students retum to
school. Otherwise, the marks in the makeup exam will not be counted in the report cards. If the
students apply for sick leave on the day of makeup exam, students must present both the doctor’s
note for the day of absence of makeup exam and a parent’s letter.

(2) There are “reserved days™ for the exam. In case of school suspension (e.g. typhoon, heavy

rainstorms) during the above S.1 — 8.6 exam period, the exam missed will be conducted in the
reserved days. Please refer to the school website then.

If students suffer from temperature, coughing, sore throat or other types of respiratory concerns,
they should put on masks, and seek medical opinion. They may return to school two days after
the symptoms are gone.

If the child falls ill at school, parents should pick up their child at school and seek medical
opinion at once.

Students should not spit, but wrap all mucus in tissue and dispose it in a rubbish bin.

Parents should prepare handkerchiefs, tissues, masks, and cleansing agent for their children, and
remind them not to share towels or tissues with others.

2) The school will prepare lessons necessarily for home study or make-up sessions for students who
are absent if necessary; make-up tests and exams may also be arranged. Parents need not worry
about learning progress.

3) All parties must cooperate to ensure that personal hygiene and environment are in their best
condition.
